IMPORTANT NOTICE: Your part may have been loosely preassembled to show the final product as it will be once installed on your vehicle.
Please disassemble the product before proceeding to the installation.

1. Park the vehicle on a hard, level surface and engage the emergency brake. Place blocks in front and behind the
wheels to prevent rolling. Observe all safety precautions and wear safety glasses.

2.Raise the front of the vehicle until the axle hangs free. Rest the frame on safety jack stands rated for the weight
of the vehicle. Removal of the front wheels is optional.

3.Using a 13mm socket and 15mm wrench for the corresponding nut, remove the factory bump stop. Make sure
you keep the factory hardware — you’ll need it for the installation of the upper bracket.
NOTE: On the passenger side, remove the bolt only; the nut is welded inside the frame.

4. Insert two 3/8-16” flanged hex bolts [ITEMF] into the outside holes of the upper bracket [ITEMB] and let it hang
freely. Using the factory bump stop bolt and nut, attach the upper bracket [ITEMB] to the bottom of the frame in the
same position as the factory bump stop was installed.

5. Bolt upper half of the SumoSpring [ITEMA] to the upper bracket [ITEMB] using the previously installed bolts and
tighten securely with a wrench.

6. Attach the lower bracket [ITEmc] to the bottom half of the SumoSpring [ITEMA] in the correct orientation using a
single 3/8-16 X 7/8” flat head cap screw [ITEMG]. Please note that the lower bracket must be positioned so that the
center hole is offset outward toward the wheel.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Make sure you place a 5/16 washer [ITEME] between each of the J-bracket clamps [ITEMD] and the lower
bracket [ITEMC]. However, if the lower bracket is not tight to the spring plate after the bolts are tightened, you can
remove them to ensure a tighter fit.

7.Using the two 3/8-16 X 1.5” flange hex bolts [ITEMH] , two 5/16” washers [ITEME] and two 3/8” flange nuts [ITEMI],
attach two J-bracket clamps [ITEmb] to the lower bracket [ITEMC] making sure to hook them under the shock
mount/spring plate.

8. With everything in place, ensure that the top and bottom halves of SumoSpring are visually aligned and tighten
the bottom bracket bolts securely.

9.Repeat steps 3 — 8 on the other side of the vehicle.

10. Moving to the rear, unscrew (rotating anti-clockwise) the factory bump stop from the underside of the frame. It may
be helpful to use a flathead screwdriver and hammer or spanner wrench to break the bump stop loose, using moderate
force applied to the flange at top.

11. Depending on your setup and van weight, set up your SumoSprings with the one or two of the spacers in the kit. If
you want the springs to engage sooner, use both spacers and the longer bolt.

12. Place the bolt [ITEME] through the washer [ITEMD], SumoSpring [ITEMA], and spacer(s) [ITEMB&C] and thread it through the
pressed-in nut [ITEMB]. DO NOT APPLY LOCTITE HERE. Use a 17mm socket on an extension to tighten the assembly

together.

[IMPORTANT NOTE: Make sure the top spacer in either configuration is [ITEMB] so that the pressed-in nut is facing up.]

14. Apply Loctite to the threads of the bolt and screw in the completed assembly to the underside of the frame where
you pulled the factory bump stop from. Tighten as much as possible by hand only.

15. Repeat steps 3 - 6 on the other side of the vehicle.

19. Jack up the vehicle and remove the safety jack stands. Remove wheel blocks from the front wheels. If the rear
wheels were removed you can now reinstall the rear wheels and torque wheel nuts to manufacturers spec.

20. Register the warranty for your SuperSprings International part. A warranty card can be found in the box your part

came in.
